	Create points when you will take stock to determine what learning has occurred; these points may be different for individual students

	Formative (throughout the process)

	During intervention provides feedback to adjust or recalibrate on-going learning to improve achievement or intended outcomes
	Create times to assess beyond benchmarks 


	Summative (at the end of assessment and instructional activities and prior to planning for the following year)

	Overall judgment of progress, synthesizes results of assessment processes and activities
	Translate assessment results into short-term goals and objectives that can be included in IEPs, especially for transition and career planning, and into Summaries of Performance, and Individualized Plans for Employment (vocational rehabilitation)
